Total labor and materials estimate is $8,581, which will be covered by the Byrne Foundation grant. We will ask UVTA to state that they will not exceed that amount without our approval

ii. Ken motioned to present the UVTA estimate (and the caveat to not exceed the estimated $8,581) to the selectboard, which will be covered by the Byrne Foundation grant. Reva seconded; all voted in favor.
